Dear Participant, 
 
The American Red Cross Emergency Response Training is a 50-hour course.  This course 
includes certification in Emergency Response (advanced first aid), CPR/AED for the 
Professional Rescuer, Bloodborne Pathogens and Administering Emergency Oxygen.  This 
course will also include a presentation in Compression only CPR and will be held at Bethel 
Horizons the week of May 23-28, 2010. 
 
Registration will start at 11:30 a.m. on Sunday, May 23rd.    (You will be on your own for lunch 
on Sunday--there are numerous fast food restaurants in Dodgeville, which is 7 miles from 
camp).   
 
The course will run from 12:00 noon-9:00 p.m. on Sunday and from 8:00 a.m.-5:00 p.m. 
Monday through Friday. The course is completed on Friday at 5:00 p.m.  There will be a 30-
minute lunch break each day. (If you have attended a previous life-saving training class, please 
bring your books and skills card).  
 
You will be staying in the Prairie Center and will need to bring either a sleeping bag or bedding 
(mix of twin size beds/full-sized bunk futon beds), blanket, pillows, towels, and personal items; 
wear comfortable clothing for the training(s). With miles of hiking trails you may also want to 
bring appropriate walking gear for your free time.  In addition, if the weather is nice, we will 
be going to Governor Dodge State Park for shallow water rescue/skills training.  Please 
bring either a swimsuit or clothes that can get wet.

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Directions to Bethel Horizons: 
 
From the North: 

1) Take I-90/94 South towards Madison/Chicago. 
2) Take Hwy 51 South (also called Stoughton Road) 
3) Take US-18 W/US-12W (also called East/West Beltline).   
4) Take US-18 W/US-151 W/Midvale Blvd. toward Verona/ Dodgeville – approximately 43 miles 
5) Take US-18 W toward Dodgeville/Prairie du Chien. 
6) At the Stop Sign/Stop Light, take a right (North) onto Highway 23 
7) Go approximately 7 miles (Pass Governor Dodge State Park on your right) 
8) Take a right onto County Highway ZZ, go 1.7 miles to the entrance of Bethel Horizons.  There is a small 

green sign on highway ZZ 
9) The parking area in front of the Prairie Center is to be used for check in/out and load/unloading your 

vehicle only.  Please utilize the parking lot across the road. 
10) Those camping in the Indian Rock Campground – please check in at the Prairie Center and then drive to 

the campground area and settle in. 
 
From the South: 
 Take I-90 North.  See #4 above and follow to camp 
 
From the East: 

1) Take I-94 West 
2) Merge onto I39 S/I90 E via Exit 4A on the left towards Janesville 
3) Merge onto US-18 W/US-12 W via Exit 142A toward Madison.  Then follow #4 above to camp.
